These activities are designed to give you ideas of activities you might like to do at home with your families or independently, to support your learning at school. We can’t wait to see your creativity!

	Science
This half term we will be learning about plants and seeds.

Could you grow some cress and record how you are looking after the seeds to help them grow in a diary? Have they been watered? Where will you put it to grow? Is there enough light?

	English
This half term we will be using the book The Proudest Blue as our stimulus for writing activities. 

Inspired by the experiences of Olympic medallist Ibtihaj Muhammad, this is a beautiful and powerful story about the bond shared between siblings and being proud of yourself and your beliefs.
Could you find out about the author and Olympic Medallist Ibtihaj Muhammad?
Could you tell us about your siblings? 

We will be focusing on the non-fiction text, Plants as stimuli for our reading lessons. This book has a strong link to our Science topic.  Can you write some ‘Did you know?’ style questions?  Can you discover some unusual facts about plants? You could create a small fact book or quiz with your findings!
	Maths
This term in Maths we will be developing our understanding of addition and subtraction in our Money topic. This will include bridging 10 and using doubles to derive other facts. A secure knowledge of Number Facts is essential for children to be able to use these strategies. 
Please continue to use Numbots including the Story Mode and regularly challenging yourself to see how fast you can recall these key number facts.

We will be learning about measuring lengths and heights using centimetres and metres.  What can you measure at home?  Can you find any small things to measure in centimetres?  Can you find things to measure that are longer?

	History
In History this term we will be learning about The Sinking of the Titanic.

Can you do your own research on Titanic? What other interesting facts can you find out?

What was the Titanic?
What was special about it? What happened to it?

How will you share this with us?

	P.S.H.E
This half term we will be looking at keeping safe.

Design a poster to explain that some medicines make people feel better but we must always remember the safety rules about medicines.
· Keep medicines out of reach of children
· Make sure an adult looks after the medicine
· Always take the correct dose
· Only use a medicine when it’s needed
	Music
This half term we are exploring different bands in music including The Beatles, Deep Purple and Chuck Berry.

Can you listen to some of their music and explain if you like it or not? What did you like about it? What didn’t you like about? How did it make you feel?

Don’t forget that you can explain this using either words or pictures – when showing homework we will find the piece of music you have listened to and play it to the whole class before you explain.

	Computing 
This half term we will be learning all about programming. This will include giving specific instructions to create an outcome.

Can you write some specific instructions for us to follow so that we can move around the classroom in your desired way?

For example:
2 steps forward
3 steps right
1 step backwards

Can you learn how to set the table at mealtimes and help to clear the table afterwards?

Can you learn how to make pairs of socks? This is also a great way to practice counting in twos which will really help when we start our Multiplication and Division unit.

	With all activities, please remember the important aspect is that they are able to talk about what they have done or found out. If they want to write, please encourage them to compose their own sentence, to sound out words and to use their high frequency word spelling lists and to re-read to check it makes sense. Please do not write something for them to copy as they often cannot read this or remember what they have found out. We would much rather they can talk about what they have found out.
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
