Take part in training (mostly online and flexible).
Help make sure the school’s budget is used wisely and effectively.
Who can be a Parent Governor?
Any parent or carer of a child at Roundwood can stand for election when a vacancy arises.
You don’t need any special qualifications—just a willingness to get involved and support the school.
