Make a poster for how to stay sage when using electricity at home
	English- Clockwork
Choose a key moment from Clockwork — for example:
· When the clockwork figure comes to life
· When Karl reveals his secret
· When Dr Kalmenius appears

Create a storyboard of 4–6 panels that shows what happens in that scene.

Add illustrations for each panel that show the characters’ emotions and the mood (e.g., dark shadows, candlelight, gears turning).

Under each picture, write a short caption or line of dialogue to explain what’s happening.

Focus: Try to show tension, movement, and atmosphere through your artwork and word choices.
	Maths- Fractions
Choose a recipe and either halve of double the quantities. Write down the new measurements and explain how you worked them out.

Then write three fractions word problems based on food or shopping.
	Art- Drawing- Expressing yourself
Think about how you’re feeling today (e.g., calm, energetic, thoughtful).

Create a drawing that shows that feeling using lines, colours, or shapes — it doesn’t have to be realistic.

Write 2–3 sentences explaining what your drawing represents and how it expresses your mood.

Extension: Try the same idea using only black and white — how does it change the mood?



	RE- Festivals of Light

Choose one Festival of Light (e.g., Diwali, Hanukkah, Christmas, or Vesak).

Create a fact file or poster showing:

· The religion that celebrates it

· What it represents

· How light is used in the celebration

· Include at least one picture or symbol.
	Geography- Coasts

Research a famous UK coastline (e.g., the Jurassic Coast, Dover Cliffs).

Draw a labelled diagram showing features such as cliffs, caves, arches, stacks, and beaches.

Write 3–4 sentences explaining how the sea changes the coastline over time.
	Computing- Web page design

Choose a topic you’re interested in (e.g., your favourite sport, book, or animal).

Sketch a webpage layout on paper, showing where the title, images, text, and buttons would go.

Label each part and explain what information or links it would include.

	P.E.- Dance

1. Choose a song you like (school-appropriate!).

2. Create a short dance routine (about 30 seconds to 1 minute) with at least 4 different moves.

3. Practise performing it smoothly in time with the music.

4. Write down the moves in order, giving each one a name (e.g., “spin jump,” “step clap”).
