	Science
Investigating Reflection

Find a torch and 3 different objects (e.g. a mirror, shiny spoon, white paper, cardboard).

Shine the torch at each object in a darkened room.

Observe what happens to the light.

Record:
Which surface reflected the most light?

Which surface reflected the least?

Draw a simple diagram showing the torch, object, and reflected light rays.
	English

In English this half term we are reading the ‘The Explorer’ by Katharine Rundell. We are going to meet a character called Fred who crash lands into the Amazon.  

Create an informative leaflet for Fred to ‘find’ in the Amazon.  Your leaflet should:
• Be presented clearly with some illustrations
• Have clear subheadings
•Include the following topics;
1. Food
2. Water
3. Shelter
	Maths
Identifying and comparing fractions

What to do:
Look around your home for items that are split into parts (e.g. pizza, chocolate bar, sandwich, clock, folded paper).

For each item, write down:
· What the whole is
· How many equal parts it is divided into
· The fraction shown (e.g. 3 out of 8 pieces eaten = 3/8)

Record:
· Draw at least 3 different items and label the fractions.
· Put the fractions you found in order from smallest to largest.

Think about why must the parts be equal for it to be a fraction?
	Computing/PSHE

Make a poster to help the children in Year 3,4 and 5 understand how they can stay safe online and why they should ‘think before they click’.  Try to include the following:

1. Being aware of your digital footprint
2. Being aware of who you may be speaking to online
3. What to do if anything online concerns you.

Remember to make it engaging and eye catching for younger children. 

	English:  Imagine you are one of the children stranded in the Amazon rainforest.
1. Choose one character (Fred, Lila, Max, or Con).
2. Write a survival journal entry describing:
· Where you are
· One challenge you faced that day
· How your character helped the group survive
· How you are feeling and why
Try to include: 
· Descriptive language linked to the rainforest
· Thoughts and emotions
· At least one example of dialogue or inner thought

	Science Making a Periscope
What you need:
2 small mirrors
An empty cereal box or cardboard tube
Scissors and tape

What to do:
Cut two square holes near the top and bottom of the box on opposite sides.
Place the mirrors inside at 45° angles, facing each other.
Tape the mirrors securely in place.
Look through the bottom hole and observe what you can see.

Record:
Draw a labelled diagram of your periscope.
Explain how light travels through the periscope to reach your eye.

Why does the light change direction inside the periscope?
	History: Black and British
1. Watch, read, or research one example of a Black British person (past or present).
This could be someone from:
· Sport
· Music or the arts
· Science
· Politics
· Activism
· Everyday community life
(Examples could include: Mary Seacole, Marcus Rashford, Stormzy, Malorie Blackman, or a local role model.)
2. Find out:
· Who they are
· What they are known for
· Why they are important to Britain
Task: Create one page (or one slide) explaining: Who your chosen person is
· How they show what it means to be Black and British
· What you admire or find interesting about them
You may include writing. pictures, a timeline and key facts.
	Art and DT: Exploring Textiles at Home
1. Find 3 different fabric items at home
(e.g. t-shirt, towel, cushion cover, scarf, socks).
2. For each item, investigate:
· What the item is used for
· What it feels like (soft, rough, stretchy, smooth)
· Whether it is natural or man-made (if you can tell)
· Why this fabric is suitable for its purpose
Create a fact sheet or poster that includes:
· The name of each item
· A short description of the fabric
· One reason why the fabric is a good choice for the item
You may include:
· Drawings
· Labels
· Photos (optional)
Think about: Why are some fabrics better for certain jobs than others? How does texture affect comfort and use?
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
