	Maths

· Knowing number facts is essential for being able to solve more complex calculations quickly and efficiently. So please keep up with Numbots.
· We will be learning how to tell the time.  Can you practise on an analogue clock at home?  
· Could you design your own watch or clock? Think about what type of clock you will choose – a grandfather clock?  A cuckoo clock?  What type of time piece do you think they had in the time of Florence Nightingale?  Perhaps you could design or make a watch or clock for her!  
	History

· We will be looking into the life of Florence Nightingale.  She believed in keeping areas very clean and tidy. Can you help around the house cleaning and tidying?  Take photos as proof!
· Florence Nightingale showed our school value of resilience.  Can you write a story or cartoon strip where the main character overcomes obstacles to achieve their goal?
· Could you design/ make a miniature hospital?  Something Florence Nightingale could only dream of being in charge of.

	Art and Design – linked to English

What does a ‘secret diary’ need?  A lock and key!  Can you design a padlock and key for a secret diary?  Will it be very small or big and heavy?  Will it use electronics or something simpler to keep people out?
