These activities are designed to give you ideas of activities you might like to do at home with your families or independently, to support your learning at school. We can’t wait to see your creativity!

	English

This half term we are studying Fables, have a go at some of the suggested tasks below. 
· Read a short fable like The Tortoise and the Hare or The Lion and the Mouse. Answer simple questions: 
· Who are the characters?
· What happens at the beginning, middle, and end?
· What is the moral of the story?
· Choose a character from a fable and write a description using adjectives. Example: “The clever fox had a shiny, red coat and a sly smile.”
· Make stick puppets of animal characters. Use them to retell the fable at home.
	Maths

We are now coming to the end of the year so it would be fantastic for the children to be as secure as possible with the Year 2 Curriculum. 
· In Year 2 the expectation is that children can confidently recall 2x, 5x and 10x table. Play games and complete Numbots to help with this. 
· If you have not been using Numbots regularly, you could use this more frequently this half term, which will help you to feel more confident in all areas of maths you have learned this year. 
 We are learning about position and direction this half term.  Can you describe how you move from one room in your house to another? Could you create a shape pattern involving turns? 
	End of Year Task

As we approach the end of your time at the Tingewick site, we would love for you to reflect on you time here.

	Art

Last half term, we were exploring how to use clay. 
· Can you use clay or play-dough to create one of the following:
· A pot
· A tile with an interesting design
· A model of a house
· Take a photo or bring your art into school to share with the class.
	Science

At the end of this half term we will be considering what wildlife does for us. 
· Explore the local area to find examples of wildlife and draw pictures / take photographs of your findings. Discuss findings and what benefits the wildlife has on humans. 
· Create a bug hotel for your garden – collect natural materials such as sticks, pine cones and bamboo. Find a suitable location for it to live and return to it later to see if any bugs have moved in.
	Geography

We will be exploring ‘cold places’ in geography, with a focus on the North and South poles.

Could you create, using any medium, a model of a cold place?  
Could you write a description of a cold place or draw a picture of one?
What animals might live in cold places?  Can you create a habitat for them so that they don’t get cold?
