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These activities are designed to give you ideas of activities to do at home with your families or independently, to support your learning at school. Please choose three to complete this half term. We can’t wait to see your creativity!

	Science

In Science this half term we will explore animal’s needs for survival and humans. They will find out about the importance of exercise.

Can you create an exercise diary and fill it in for one or two weeks? Remember to include different types of exercise e.g. walking to school, riding a scooter, running, skipping with a rope, dancing, swimming, gymnastics, football, playground games etc.

	English

In English this half term we will be finding out about Arctic Animals and writing reports about them.

Can you find out some interesting facts about an Arctic Animal of your choice and share these facts with us?


	Maths

This term in Maths we will be developing our understanding of Place Value. This helps us to understand the value of numbers. This will include working out how many tens and ones there are in a number.

Perhaps you could collect 10p coins and 1p coins and use them to play shops? Playing ‘Top Trumps’ is a great way to use your knowledge to compare numbers.
	Art

In this term in Art we will be developing craft skills when printmaking. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Can you have a go at printmaking at home? You could collect objects from nature (leaves, twigs) or your home (buttons, bottle caps) and arrange them to create a pattern. Then dip the objects in paint and press them onto paper to make repeated prints. You could create prints that link to our Explorers theme. 

	History

In History this term we will be learning about famous explorers. Perhaps you could choose another famous explorer to research. What interesting facts can you find out?

You could go on a trip to the Natural History Museum, the Science Museum or the National Space Centre to learn more about your chosen explorer and their expeditions!

	DT

This term we will be exploring different vehicles that could be used by explorers. 

Can you design and make a vehicle for an explorer at home? This could be made from recyclable materials or using construction toys such as Lego and Meccano. Encourage children to think about axles for wheels so that they can turn when creating their own vehicles.
	Music

This half term we are listening to music from South Africa including music from the Soweto Gospel Choir. We will also be listening to music by Paul Simon including Under African Skies.

Perhaps you can listen to some more music with its origins in South Africa?
	Forest School
