	Geography 

This half term we are studying ‘The UK’, have a go at some of the suggested tasks below.  
Identify famous UK landmarks. 
Choose 2 famous landmarks (e.g. Big Ben, Edinburgh Castle) and draw or write 1-2 facts about each. 
Understand the UK's weather. 
Record the weather in your area each day for a week. Draw a weather symbol and write a short sentence. 
Connect geography to personal experience. 
Talk to your family – do you have any relatives or family history in another part of the UK? Draw or write about it.

In D.T. we will be building a stable chair for a bear. At home could you build some towers using different materials? Which materials were strong? Which materials were an effective choice for a tower? Can you place something heavy at the top of your tower without it toppling over or collapsing in?
