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These activities are designed to give you ideas of activities to do at home with your families or independently, to support your learning at school. Please choose three to complete this half term. We can’t wait to see your creativity!

	Science 1- Living things and their habitat
Go outside to your garden, park, or even a wall with moss.

Choose 2–3 small areas (e.g., under a log, in long grass, near a flowerbed).

Observe carefully and record the living things you find (insects, plants, fungi, etc.).

Create a simple chart to show which animals/plants were found in which microhabitat.


	English- War Horse

In English this half term we are reading War Horse.

Can you find out about how horses were used in the war? Do you agree with how the British Army used the horses? 
Write a speech in the form of a persuasive letter, encouraging people to agree with your viewpoint. 


	Maths- Place Value

This term in Maths we will be mastering our understanding of Place Value. 
Look at some facts and figures about WWI – including how many people were involved, how many horses went to battle, how much land was used for battle and how much money was spent on the War. Can you partition and order these very large numbers? 

	Art- Photo opportunity

Take a walk in your garden, local park, or even look out of your window.

Use a camera, tablet, or phone (ask an adult first) to take photos of patterns in nature (e.g., the spiral of a snail shell, lines on leaves, bark texture, petals, spider webs).

Choose your top 5 photos and put them together in a slideshow, poster, or photo collage.

  Add short captions explaining:
· What the photo shows.
· Why the pattern might be useful (e.g., camouflage, strength, attracting pollinators).




	Music- Livin’ on a Prayer
Listen to “Livin’ on a Prayer” (with an adult’s permission).
Focus on the rhythm and beat: Clap, tap, or use a pencil on a table to keep time with the song.
Think about the message: The song tells a story about resilience and not giving up. Write a few sentences about what you think the message means.
Creative Challenge: Write your own short verse (2–4 lines) about staying strong or working as a team. Keep it simple and try to match the rhythm of the song when you read it aloud.



	History- WW1

In History this term we will be learning about WWI.

We will be looking at the front line and what the soldiers would have experienced during battle. 

Take a trip to the Imperial War Museum and experience Trench Warfare in their model trenches. Or, use this website to virtually explore a trench - BBC - History - Virtual tours

	Science 2

Pick a habitat (e.g., desert, rainforest, deep sea, Arctic).

Imagine a new animal that could live there.

Draw it and label its features (e.g., “thick fur to keep warm,” “camouflaged skin to hide from predators”).

Write a short description explaining how its adaptations help it survive in that habitat.


	P.E.- Yoga

  Learn about Yoga
· Research what yoga is and why people do it (e.g., relaxation, flexibility, strength, focus).
· Write down 3 benefits of practising yoga.
  Try 3 Simple Poses
· Choose three beginner-friendly poses (e.g., Mountain Pose, Tree Pose, Downward Dog).
· Practise each one for 20–30 seconds, focusing on your breathing.
· Ask someone to take a picture or draw yourself in each pose.
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
