	Personal Development and Well-being
The passport provides a coherently planned and inclusive programme that develops pupils’ character, confidence, resilience and independence. It enables pupils to understand how to keep themselves physically and mentally healthy, build positive relationships, manage emotions and develop respect for others. Through structured experiences, pupils are prepared to be responsible, respectful and active members of society, equipped for life in modern Britain. 

Curriculum and Teaching
The passport extends the curriculum beyond academic learning, ensuring pupils gain the knowledge, skills and experiences needed to thrive in later life. Experiences are carefully sequenced from Early Years through to Year 6, allowing pupils to build knowledge cumulatively and apply learning in meaningful, real-life contexts. The curriculum supports strong foundations in communication, language, independence, and self-regulation, which enable pupils to access the wider curriculum successfully. 

Inclusion
The personal development offer is ambitious and inclusive for all pupils, including disadvantaged pupils and those with SEND. The passport provides equitable access to enrichment, leadership, cultural experiences and opportunities to develop independence and self-worth. Activities are designed to reduce barriers to participation and promote a strong sense of belonging within the school community. 

Attendance and Behaviour
By fostering a positive school culture rooted in shared values, responsibility and respect, the passport supports positive attitudes to learning, behaviour and attendance. Pupils are motivated to engage fully in school life and develop self-discipline, cooperation and pride in their achievements, contributing to a calm, orderly and respectful environment. 

Achievement
The passport supports pupils’ achievement by ensuring they develop the wider skills, experiences and personal qualities needed to succeed in the next stage of their education. Pupils leave Roundwood well prepared for transition, demonstrating independence, confidence, cultural awareness and an understanding of their role in society, alongside secure academic foundations. 

Leadership and Governance
The passport reflects leaders’ clear intent and strategic oversight of personal development. It provides a structured framework for monitoring pupils’ experiences, ensuring breadth, ambition and consistency across year groups. Leaders use this to evaluate impact, identify gaps and ensure the school’s values are lived, not simply taught.
